Re: Comments on the Section 16 Application No. A/SLC/147 

 

The Conservancy Association (CA) OBJECTS to the captioned application. 

 

1. Not in line with the planning intention of Coastal Protection Area (CPA) 

According to The Approved South Lantau Coast Outline Zoning Plan No. S/SLC/19, the 

planning intention of CPA is ñto conserve, protect and retain the natural coastlines and 

the sensitive coastal natural environment, including attractive geological features, 

physical landform or area of high landscape, scenic or ecological value, with a minimum 

built development. It is also intended to safeguard the beaches and their immediate 

hinterland and to prevent haphazard ribbon development along South Lantau Coast. 

There is a general presumption against development in this zone. In general, only 

developments that are needed to support the conservation of the existing natural 

landscape or scenic quality of the area of the development is an essential infrastructure 

project with overriding public interest may be permittedò. The proposed holiday camp 

with ancillary hobby farm and facilities are neither in support of conservation, nor an 

essential infrastructure project.  

 

2. Ecological impact on wetland and water buffaloes 

The wetland in the subject site has long been recognized as high ecological value with
